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The shaft sinking program at Bakubung Platinum Mine has reached 
the latest significant milestone with the last vertical blasts on the 
Main Shaft reaching a depth of 825m and the Ventilation Shaft 
reaching a depth of 815m. This latest milestone is the start of the 
next important phase on the Bakubung Mine Project of shaft 
equipping and commissioning of the mine asset, with 2016 seeing 
increased activity as the last phase of surface infrastructure is 
installed, including the construction of the control rooms and 
administration offices. Preparations will also commence for the 
construction of the process plant.  

As with previous milestones, a combined media visit and milestone 
celebration for all those involved in the projectÕs success to date has been 
organised for 9 December. The planned media tour will provide the 
opportunity for members of the media to see at Þrst hand the progress 
that has been made over the past year at the Bakubung Platinum Mine. 
The journalists and Þlm crews will be escorted down both the main and 
ventilation shafts for an underground tour of the latest developments. 
General Manager, Mr Eddie Mohlabi, together with other executives and 
members of the Safety team at the mine will be on hand to provide 
detailed information on the projectÕs progress during the underground 
tour. 

Commenting on signiÞcance of the latest milestone, Bakubung Platinum 
Mine General Manager, Mr Eddie Mohlabi, said: ÒAll the milestones to 
date have been related to the shaft sinking process, and this new 
milestone marks the beginning of our working towards getting to the ore 
body itself. We are conÞdent about the year ahead and as always, we will 
deÞnitely continue to look at ways to minimise our risk in order to achieve 
the remaining milestones that lie ahead of us.Ó

The Wesizwe Crop Agricultural Project continues to make an impact 
on the lives of local beneficiaries in the community located close to 
the companyÕs Bakubung Platinum Mine.  

WesizweÕs Crop Agricultural Project is making great progress, and 
this month saw the Group 1 and 2 Beneficiaries Coop registration 
being completed. General farm maintenance continues on a daily 
basis with the beneficiaries adhering to the Management Operating 
System which has been put in place. This includes the Planting 
Plan for all crop types and spraying of the crop to combat pests and 
diseases that occur on site on a regular basis. 

The project has also planted the summer high yield crops that will 
boost the revenue of the farm. These include peppers and lettuce 
crops, and the plan is to also plant chilli seedlings. However, 
spinach continues to be the projectÕs flagship crop as there is a 
huge market demand it locally. The high quality of the crop has also 
assisted in terms of enhancing the market value. A sales desk to 
sell produce directly to customers has been erected on the pension 
days for both Ledig and Phatsima. 

WesizweÕs Livestock Project is also moving at a pace. Work on the 
much anticipated Wesizwe Livestock Project continued this month 
and the barn structure is now 100% complete. The paving and the 
supporting outside wall, together with the fire wall have now been 
completed by a local service provider. The next phase of the project 
will focus on the Cattle Handling Facility and the Admin Block once 
the procurement process has been completed. The projectÕs 
beneficiaries have commenced with the bush clearing of the first 
camp, where the fence will be erected. It is anticipated that the first 
camp will be completed in December. The beneficiaries are being 
assisted by some local casual labour. On-going training and support 
for the Livestock Beneficiaries continues.
